10. No constructions is allowed under RUSA2.0

11. Any Renovation of existing facility will be allowed but only if it has been mentioned in the
project proposal submitted to Rusa Nodal Officer.

12. Renovated facility and Equipment created/ acquired under the grant should display the RUSA
logo for which this grant is being used.

13. Monthly progress report shall be submitted to the RUSA Nodal officer who will forward it to
SPD RUSA for monitoring.

14. Monitoring will be based on action plans submitted along with the proposals and
achievements made with respect to a set of norms as defined by the institutional
development plan.

15. No change in the approved DCF/DPF/Proposals will be done at Pl level. In case it is essential
to undertake modification in the approved activities, the proposal for revision in DCF will first
be discussed and approved in BOG of the institute and then submitted to SPD/RSHEC for
approval of proposed changes with justification note and copy of BOG minutes.
